Grevy’s semi-desert Zebra (Endangered); and the Mountain Zebra 

(Vulnerable) 

● A ‘zebra crossing’ is a ‘pedestrian crossing’ (for people to walk across 

a street) 

● Zebras sleep standing up 

● They live 25 years in the wild 

● They can run 65 miles an hour! (cheetah, a predator, runs 70 mph – a 

close race) 

● They are very social, grouping in herds and smaller families 

● Zebras can be very aggressive and protective of each other 

● They have a strong ‘kick’ of their hind legs that can be deadly to 

predators 

● This mammal can weigh 700-990 pounds
